Storage of boats, RVs and other mys

Starting with this newsletter, one major neigh-
borhood issue will be addressed. The idea is
to bring forth the issue/problem and invite the
neighborhood to comment on it. The input will
assist our Board in their review and decision-
making on items brought to their attention
that affect our neighborhood

So, to inaugurate this column we have...

ne topic which will be the subject of

continuing discussion for our

Association 1s the storage of such items
as boats, RVs, camping trailers, and other such
“toys” on our property. While the Sycamore
Springs Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions
(CC&Rs) document does address this topic
under Article V (Architectural Control
Committee), Section 11 (Restrictions on Parking
and Storage), the restrictions contained therein
are sufficiently vague as to invite a wide range
of interpretation;

“Each automobile, house trailer, camping
trailer, boat trailer, hauling trailer, running
gear, boat or accessories herelo, motor-driv-
en cycle, self-contained motorized recre-
ational vehicle or recreational equipment
shall be, if feasible, parked or stored in an
enclosed garage with the door closed or oth-
erwise shall be shielded from the view of
neighboring dwelling units to the extent pos-
sible. There shall be no exceptions to these
rules without the wrntten approval of the
association....”

I will not pretend to answer the question of
“what does that mean?" here - instead, 1 offer
some thoughts on how we attempt to answer the
guestion in the months ahead:

First, the very fact that this subject is addressed
in the CC&Rs shows that there was always
intended to be some restriction on what, how
and under what conditions such “toys™ may be
kept on a homeowners’ property. To provide
compatibihity of appearance and avoid unsightly
“trashing” of our neighborhood, homeowners
were never intended to have complete freedom
over what and how to store such things at their
homes. Simply parking an RV in the driveway,
or storing a boat or house trailer next to the
house is probably not going 1o be acceptable,

Second, the words “if feasible™ and “to the
extent possible” show that the application of
these restrictions was intended 1o be reasonable,
not arbitrary, and be evenly applied to all situa-
tions. None of us want to live under the threat of
the “CC&R Police™, and want to be confident
that we will be treated [airly.

At the election of our new Board of Directors at
Sycamore Elementary School on March 22,
many candidates and residents voiced a desire to
both protect the appearance and value of their
homes and property, but at the same time devel-
op a fnendly, supportive community where our
association helps to unite us, not divide us, 1
believe we all share these desires,

The new Board is in the process of establishing
an Architectural Control Committee that, under
the CC&Rs, will have the authority and respon-
Hblllt}’ to mtcrpret these (and other) restrictions
